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What an honor it is for me 
to write you, our ministry partners
and supporters.  I absolutely love
sharing with you all of the wonderful
and exciting things God is doing in
our ministries.

Our goal is to feed the hungry,
clothe the naked, house the home-
less and generally care, in the name
of Jesus Christ, for the physical and
spiritual needs of those whom we
sometimes refer to as the least of
God’s children.  These needs are 
always with us, in good times or
bad.  But obviously the needs are
greater when times are bad.  We are
presently, as a nation, in what some
call an economic melt-down.  We
are facing a greater need for the 
services of the local missions than
ever before in history.

At the Center, we serve over 
500 meals a day, and our beds
have been full nearly every
night.  But as yet, we have not
had to turn anyone away from 
a meal or a night’s shelter.

Thanks to the generosity of God’s
people, we have been able to care
for the increased needs of those
around us without staff cutbacks or
having to reduce services.  We are
trusting God and rely on the faith-
fulness of God’s people to help 
continue ministering to the least,
the last and the lost.

I have spent the majority of my life on drugs and alcohol.

I started drinking when I was fourteen and smoking
weed before that.  I think I started because I was never
comfortable with myself and partially because of a bad
childhood.  Also the influence of what others say makes 
a big impression.

I progressed to hard drugs by my 20’s.  Whatever I did
and wherever I went, I took my addictions with me.  
I ruined two marriages because of it and I can’t even
count all the jail time I spent because of my poor choices.

And what made matters worse, I even ended up 
hating myself.

I got tired of the dead-end lifestyle and wanted to
change, but I didn’t know how.

Somehow I ended up at the Compassion Center.  
The staff here taught me that I needed a relationship with
God along with a recovery program to help me fight my 
addictions.

So I accepted the challenge of the Christian 12-Step 
Recovery Program.

I hit my knees to get right with God, something I do
daily now.

I read the Bible every day. I have learned many things
about myself and what caused me to make poor choices.
But most of all I have learned about God’s grace and love.
My mistakes have been forgiven and I truly think I have
have been given this life to help others.

God has restored my eyesight both physically and spiri-
tually.  You see I had cataracts and could not read my
bible, but God took care of that and now I have 20/20 vi-
sion.  I am so overwhelmed and grateful.

1. I admit that I am powerless over the effects of my 

separation or lack of fellowship with God, and that 

my life has become unmanageable.

2. I believe that the power of Jesus Christ, through the working

of the Holy Spirit, will restore me to fellowship with God

3. I will make a decision to turn my will and my life over 

to the care of God.

4. I will take a searching and fearless moral inventory of myself.

5. I will admit to God, to myself, and to another human

being, the exact nature of my wrongs.

6. I will become entirely ready to have God remove all 

of my sins.

7. I will humbly ask Him to remove them.

8. I will make a list of all persons I have harmed, and 

become willing to make amends to them all.

9. I will make direct amends to such people wherever 

possible, except when to do so would injure them 

or others.

10. I will continue to take a daily personal inventory, and

when I am wrong, I will try to promptly admit it.

11. I will seek through prayer and meditation to improve my

conscious contact with God, praying only for the knowledge

of His will for me and the power to carry it out.

12. Having had a spiritual awakening as the result of these

steps, I will try to carry this message to others and I will

try to practice these principles in all of my affairs.

How Lloyd’s Life Changed

Lloyd describes the grip of addictions well.  Being
addicted ruined two marriages, led to years of
prison time and even caused him to hate himself. 

And he couldn’t change.  He was trapped.  
But God set him free.  How?  By showing Lloyd
how much He loved him.  

When Lloyd saw and felt the 
immense volume of God’s love
for him, on the cross of Jesus
Christ, he responded with a
greater love for God than he 
had for drugs.  That greater
love had a power in it that
turned his desires in a new 

direction.  He wanted to be with God more than
he wanted drugs.  And so, he was set free.  

The 12 Step Christian Recovery Program turns 
this love into daily habits.  This process has set
free hundreds of thousands (probably millions) 
of people across the world. It changed Lloyd’s 
life and dozens more each year at the Little Rock
Compassion Center. 

If you want to overcome anything that gets you
down and keeps you from enjoying the love 
of God take a look at these steps to freedom.

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“Where’s the pepper?”
Last year we served 163,000 meals.  That is close to 450

every day.  This year it’s closer to 500.  It’s a labor of love.
Our kitchen crew gives it all they have to turn out good,
wholesome meals for people who are familiar with going
hungry until payday. 

We estimate each meal costs $1.69 to provide… all provided by our donors and friends and always free to our
guests.  Few of our guests could afford to pay for meals even at the price of $1.69 each.
